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About Actorsingers
Organized inl955 by a small group of actors and musicians,

Actorsingers shows and the organization have grown considerably. lt now
presents two major Broadway shows per year, a children's show, and an
occcasional summer show.

!n 1961, the organization elected officers and a Board of Directors, set
up by-laws, and became incorporated. Demand for a facility for
Actorsingers moved rehearsals from a small church hall to their present
home a|219 Lake Street.

As profits were available, monies were invested in equipment, costumes,
and the mortgage. An Actorsingers milestone was reached in 1990 when
the final payment for the mortgage was submitted.

A quick look at the number of people involved in this production and the
tasks required to put a show on-the-boards reveal that Actorsingers requires
people with many diverse avocations to produce it. The challenges of a
show offer opportunities to express and develop individual talents - stage
performance, costume design, set construction, lights and sound, as many
skills are necessary to its success. ln addition, Actorsingers offers creative
people the opportunity to meet with others who enjoy seeing the results of
their labors come to life on stage.
