V. Warren Tomasian joined Actorsingers in 1965.  After volunteering 
continuously for 15 years, he became a Life Member in 1980 and 
continued to work on virtually every main stage production through 
2010.  He donated his considerable talents to set building and 
construction, and stage and production management.  Older members 
will recall with a grin his construction of "the stairway to heaven" for our 
production of Kiss Me, Kate. 

With his vast knowledge of building construction learned at his father's side, Warren 
also played a significant role in Actorsingers' several-year search for and acquisition in 
the mid-70s of its current home at the former St. Joseph Elementary School at 219 Lake 
Street.  He also played a major role in the rehabilitation and renovation of the building 
to suit Actorsingers' particular needs, including set building and paint rooms, a props 
room, costume storage room, and several rehearsal rooms.  

Warren will be most fondly remembered and missed for his mischievous sense of 
humor, raucous laugh and highly infectious giggle.
