    At its heart, Shrek the Musical reminds us that we’re all more than what 
others see on the surface. It’s a story about love in many forms. Romantic 
love, friendship, and the journey toward self-love. In a world that often asks 
us to fit into neat categories, Shrek celebrates being unapologetically 
yourself. Flaws, quirks, and all. It challenges us to look beyond appearances, 
question expectations, and embrace what makes us different.
    You’ll see this idea reflected in our design through the contrast between 
the woods and Duloc. The woods are vibrant, layered, and alive. All these 
unique elements coexist in harmony. Duloc, in contrast, is uniform and 
controlled. Meant to feel more cold, rigid, and built from a single perspective. 
In chasing perfection, it loses what helps a community thrive, individuality. 
We hope this contrast highlights how much beauty is lost when differences 
aren’t embraced.
    Creating this production has been a powerful reminder of community. Our 
cast and crew have poured their hearts into building a world that’s bold, silly, 
heartfelt, and deeply human. From big musical moments to quiet vulnerability. 
Like the fairy-tale misfits we meet along the way, each person has 
contributed something uniquely their own.
    This show is also about connection. Finding your people in unexpected 
places, and choosing curiosity over judgment. We wanted that spirit to extend 
beyond the stage and into our lobby. Before the show, we invite you to create 
your own “freak flag.” During rehearsals, our cast introduced themselves 
through these flags, and now it’s your turn. Add yours and help us celebrate 
the many different people who make up this Actorsingers community!
    Thank you for supporting live theatre. We hope you laugh loudly, feel 
deeply, and leave reminded that being different isn’t something to hide, but 
that it is something to celebrate.
    Enjoy the show and take care of one another. �
